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PRESIDENT’S REPORT

The future is bright; the opportunity is there for the taking.  That is what I wrote last year.   Yes the future is bright, but we have a long way to reach what is in our grasp.

In writing this year’s report I am torn between the different views or ways that the success of our club is measured.  Some people view the success of the senior team as the single measurement, others that we achieve success in accordance with the values of our mission statement.  In reality a mixture of the two provides the real assessment. 

Our mission is to achieve success by showing respect for one another and the club, displaying sportsmanship at all levels, developing the individual, teamwork and strong communication. In the main I believe we have achieved those aims, yet the measurement of the senior sides result is the ultimate test of our success, as everything we do will be reflected at senior level.

Our challenge for 2001 was to put the last bricks in place to make sure we benefited from the opportunities that were coming towards us.  Results would follow if we could create the right conditions for success.  

Our plans to seek funding for Stage 2 which is to build a new player’s facility have been realised with the $100,000 grant from the City of Kingston and Vic Sport and Recreation announced in July.  Work is now in progress to commence this building.  

Stage 1, the redevelopment of the ladies toilets was completed in May 2000 with the help in particular of Dean Amon, one of our junior parents and Mark Tyquin.

Our junior section continues to be strong however there are signs that we need to be continue to work hard at the lower age groups to ensure that our Auskick and Under 9 programs are strong, as without question these areas will impact us in year’s to come in either a positive or negative way.  I would like to acknowledge Dave Paterson whose work in fielding and coaching the Under 16 team was nothing short of exceptional.

Importantly this year the Auskick program has come under the responsibility of the club and to that point I would like to thank Brad Cahill for his co-ordination and of course John Cahill, Lee Rudwick and Nick Baker for their coaching.  The latter being players from our Under 14 team who gave their time.

I would like to acknowledge the work of both Mark Beasley, our senior Vice President and Darren Fisher our Junior Vice President who both worked tirelessly to enable to the sides to play.  

Where do we need to go?  That was the question that I asked last year.   It still remains the same, yet we have achieved in some areas.

· A professional football facility that operates 12 months of the year.   Talks have commenced with the cricket club to form a ‘Social Club’ that is responsible for the facility all year round and gives both clubs access year round.   This is something that will be achieved.   At the same time it is not the aim to join the cricket and football clubs together.
· A football organisation that applies best practice principles.  The appointment of Russell Barnes and the recruitment of Con Marangoudakism as the clubs physio have helped the club’s quest to achieve best practice.  We have stepped forward, but we still have a long way to go. 

· A dedicated group of senior players who strive to take the club forward.  This is a cultural change that we are attempting to achieve.  The ball really is in the players hands.

· An Under 19 base that attracts players to “want to play at this club”.    We failed to achieve an Under 19 side for this past season for various reasons.
· Participation by as many members as possible in the day to day running.  Given the size of the club we are drowning from an administration point of view.  Unfortunately we have not been successful in getting the message across that we need many people to make this club work.  At junior level people think that everything happens on match day or at training.  In reality it is all the other little jobs that have to be covered that create the most work for a few people.  At senior level it is simply the question that starts with Why?.  Those people that ask those questions need to provide the solutions.

· Continued attention to detail with respect to our junior players and parents.  Yes, we have been successful in this area. It’s one that we must pursue.

TREASURER’S REPORT

The club has recorded a difficult financial period, trading at a deficit for this financial year.

This in part is due to an extraordinary payment of $7,400 for Stage 1 of the building program and the inability of the club to operate social functions in the first part of the season due to the unavailability of the ladies toilets until mid May.   

The bar experienced a net revenue deficit of $7716 over the previous whilst the canteen revenue increased by $9186 for the year.   Net bar profit for the year was $23,857 whilst the canteen net profit was $19,429 after costs and wages.  Both the bar and canteen operated at 100% plus margin levels which is excellent.

Income increased by 4.7% whilst expenses were up by 6.5% on a $178,000 turnover. Increased costs related to the improved medical staff capability, VAFA charges which included a $500 fine for the withdrawal of the U19 team.  Senior football cost $45,000, whilst junior football costs reached $34,500.   

Special thanks must go to Dale Collins, Peter Corboy and Jenny Kelly for keeping the clubs financial processes under control.
